Sibelius shortcuts and helpful tips
Noteheads

Alt + Shift + 1 = Changes notehead to a cross

Alt + Shift + 0 = Changes notehead to a circle

Keypad
The keypad acts accordingly with the numpad on the keyboard (numbers on the right hand side of the keyboard). For example, pressing 4 will give you a crotchet, and pressing 5 will give you a minim. Pressing 7 will give you a natural and pressing 8 will give you a sharp.  Etc.
Pressing ENTER on the numpad creates a tie from whatever is highlighted

Drum rolls and fermatas and other score markings are in separate tabs in the keypad

Score Management/input
Press R to repeat anything (notes, bars, rests etc)

Press K to create a key signature

Press T to create a time signature

Press L to create a line

Press Z to create a symbol

Press P to play the music from wherever the big green cursor/line is

Shift + Alt + D to highlight the dynamics from the bars selected

Score Management (cont.)

Ctrl + B = Create bar

Press Q to create a clef

Ctrl + R = Rehearsal Mark
Ctrl + Alt + T = Create Tempo

After pressing Ctrl + K to make a chord symbol, to move to the next beat press space, and if you want to put a chord in the next bar, just keep pressing space until the cursor is where you want to put your next chord
To add intervals above the highlighted note, press the number of the interval e.g if you want a third above C, highlight the note and press 3 and the program will input an E above C
To add intervals below the highlighted note, press Shift + the number of the highlighted note e.g if you want a third below C, highlight the note and press Shift + 3 and Sibelius will input an A below C
To move something up or down an octave, highlight it and press Ctrl +        / 

To make a triplet, highlight a note, be it a crotchet, quaver, minim, semiquaver or anything, and press Ctrl + 3.  This will make a triplet out of the note value that has been selected
Things like trills, glissandos and 8va/8vb are in the LINE category (Press L)

Drum Writing

BLUE VOICE for anything that uses the hands (BLUE FOR UP IN THE SKY = HANDS) 

GREEN VOICE for anything that uses the feet (GREEN FOR DOWN ON THE GRASS = FEET)
Bars
Anacrusis = Go to Create > Bar > Other and choose the necessary length of the bar
To put 4 bars per line/page = Go to Layout > Auto breaks > Tick use auto system breaks > put 4 in the box
